Sixty + members and guests 

listened to Brian OôKeefe 

share his humor, fishing 

knowledge and photography 

tips. Here are a couple tidbits I 

picked up. 

 

Brian OôKeefeôs Words of  Wisdom 

1.Use a clear intermediate line with a fluorocarbon leader to 

swing flies for steelhead just below the surface.  Many times, 

fish wonôt feel comfortable taking flies on the surface but 

will come to take them below the surface.  The clear line is 

just more stealthy! 

2.When taking fish photos, take the picture from the water 

level looking up or from above the fishermen looking down. 

3.Unique hats make for interesting pictures ï wait till you 

see my new hat. 

4.When taking pictures of fish that are being held right at 

water level ï take the picture at the eye level of the fish 

5.When taking fish pictures, donôt hold the fish across your 

body.  Hold the fish at different angles from your body.  

Donôt stretch your arms away from your body to make the 

fish look bigger, like my brother does. 

 

As we approach summer, I want to make sure that members 

are aware that there will not be a formal monthly meeting at 

the VFW.
